BYLAWS

ARTICLE |
Name

The name of this organization shall be Fruitridge Soccer Club, here-in-after referred to as the Club. The
Club is affiliated with Sacramento Youth Soccer League (SYSL), and South Area Recreation, Inc. (SRI)

ARTICLE 11
Objective

The objective of the Club shall to be actively work to promote the development of youth between the
ages of four (4) through eighteen (18) by providing organized recreational soccer and develop good
sportsmanship. The Club colors shall be shall be green and black. All members must wear the provided
uniforms: shorts, shirt, and socks (NO EXCEPTIONS)

ARTICLE 111
Membership

The Club is a non-profit organization and is not organized for the private gain of any person.
Membership shall be by annual registration. Registration is open to all youngsters regardless of race,
color, creed or ability. The coaches, players, parents and guardians of registered players are members of
the Club. Any child in the district of SYSL is eligible for membership in the Fruitridge Soccer Club. All
members shall abide by the Constitution and Bylaws of the Club and all Applicable rules and regulations
of the league and Association with which this Club is affiliated. The registration fee for all players shall
be determined annually by the current Governing Board.

ARTICLE IV
Board of Directors

Section 1 Board of Directors
The officers shall be confirmed by a majority of the members voting at a general meeting of the
members to be at held in conclusion of the fall soccer season. The officers shall consist of the following




positions: President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Registrar, Coach Coordinator, Competitive
Coach Coordinator, Referee Coordinator, Equipment and Field Coordinator, Fundraising Coordinators,
Uniform Coordinator, Snack Bar Coordinator, and Media Relation.

President
It shall be the responsibility of the President is to preside over all meetings and coordinate
all Club activities. The President shall attend all affiliation meetings (SYSL, SR, etc.)

Vice President

It shall be the responsibility of the Vice-President to act as President in the event of the
President’s inability to act or in the event of his/her resignation. The Vice-President shall
assume any duties assigned by the President.

Secretary

It shall be the responsibility of the Secretary tp accurately record the minutes of each
meeting and preserve all official records and documents of the Club’s activities. Prior to
each meeting, the Secretary will provide the meeting agenda and previous meeting minutes
to each Board Member. The Secretary shall assume any recording keeping duties assigned
by the President.

Treasurer

It shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer to receive and deposit funds in the Club bank
account. The Treasurer shall keep an accurate accounting of all financial transactions and
make them available for viewing by the Members upon reasonable request. A report of
these transactions is to be distributed to the Board Members at each regularly scheduled
meeting. The Treasurer shall also recommend a budget to the Governing Board at the
beginning of the next season.

Registrar

It shall be the responsibility of the Registrar to advertise registration dates and notify by
mail, all Club members from the previous season. The Registrar is responsible for conducting
soccer player registration in accordance with the SYSL and CYSA requirements. The Registrar
will also verify team registration and roster, submit them to SYSL, and also maintain an up-
to-date list of players, coaches, referees, and volunteers with phone numbers, addresses,
and other pertinent information.

Coach-Coordinator

It shall be the responsibility of the Coach Coordinator to instruct and supervise the coaching
staff, including conducting meetings as needed. The Coach Coordinator is responsible for
ensuring that all coaches of record have attained at least an “F” Coaching Certificate,
collecting game scores to the SYSL Standing Coordinator in a timely manner. The Coach
Coordinator shall also inform the Members of scheduled coaching clinics.
